«Fashion & Accessory Design Competition»

Art.1 - Topic:  “At the heart of the moment”

Concept: “Modern fashion develops very quickly- if you want to succeed you should create not eternity but a moment which is worth of being spread around the world” (Jeanni Saame).
Art.2 - Qualifications:
Contestants can present their competition works in one of the following categories: “Student’ or “Professional”:

1) “Student” category includes students and graduates of high schools, secondary school students and professional school students and graduates.

2) “Professional” category includes all contestants who certified fashion designers or those who, although not in possession of a diploma in fashion design, work as fashion designers for their own or other fashion companies.

2) Craftsmanship, skill in constructing a clothing article /accessories, quality of the product

«Fashion Modeling Competition»

Art.1 - Topic: “At the heart of the reflection”.
Concept: The art of garment designer has a lot of in common with the work of psychologist and sculptor. It includes constant study of soul and endless search for harmony. The art of the designer is to put his ideas in lines, forms, plastic qualities and interesting drapery, Your task is to transform an idea from a sketch into a real-life form in its natural size. Your aim is to express the plastic qualities of your material using a certain technique of the forms creation taking into account all the properties of the material.

· fit and construction - methods and means of piecing together a set of materials making up clothing into a specific size and shape

· technological effectiveness - the most rational method of making a product

· workmanship

Art.4 - Technical Requirements

Number of items: collection must include from 1 to 7 sets (models)

Recommended sizes : women RU 42-44 (Us 8-10/ UK 10-12). Height 177cm; men RU50 (US36/UK36), height 185 сm.

Fashion designers present their works in an exposition on a tailor's dummy. 

METHODS: In creating a contest work the fashion designer is free to use any method: from the Uniform method of construction to pricking (moulage modeling method).It is required to have a technical (working) sketch on whose basis a model is created.

NUMBER OF ITEMS : Every contest work shall be placed on one mannequin.

«Jewellery Design Competition»

Art.1 – Nominations

Designers  may present their sets as single or pair jewellery items or their models in one or several categories.

1) Metal. Qualities of  pure metals are your  source of technological experiment. As you probably know, basic elements – gold, silver, platinum, titanium and copper – cannot always correspond to your desires. Alloy is a tool of creative work and a gift of nature. They  help you to achieve special effect : the more precious your article is, the more desirable is the effect.

2) Stone. Various stones have been used in jewelry for centuries. As a child, you probably happened to find a nice piece of pebble on the bank of the river and to keep it as your little treasure. It is this feeling that turns stones into precious things. Unique qualities of  the stone make it even more precious and turn it into a little treasure.

3) Model. When creating new elements, forms and qualities, you’re not bound by any restrictions: you can choose any jewelry manufacturing technique that you like. Use your imagination and brainstorming while experimenting with your materials (wax, plastic, paper etc) 

4) Ready made article. Ready made article on the photo or as an electronic image (exterior and 2 projections).

1) creative potential - novelty of the idea (creativity), originality 

2) commercial potential

3) quality of the articles and jewelry techniques craftsmanship

Art.3 - Technical requirements
NUMBER OF ITEMS – a competition work is:

1) a set including single or pair items, which can be worn by one person. Each competition work must include no more than 5 sets, united by one idea.

2) a series of photos or sketch of jewelry items, on which 1 to 5 sets united by one idea are shown.

MOUNTING: Items and models must be presented on the tablet or on the support.

Items are viewed by the members of jury in 2 stages: 1) on tablets and supports 2) on the catwalk.

«Footwear Design Competition»

Art.1 - Topic: “Make your movie”

Concept: The competition’s topic – “Make your movie” – urges the artist to create innovative elements inspired by cultural aspects of history and modernity. In the spotlight are the objects of art, literature, history, traditions. Your research should be based  on the past and present of fashion as well as an attempt to look into the future , you can attain the task relying on your inner search and personal emotions. Contestants choose for their collections the theme of the nomination which reflects best their creative research and individual vision of the fashion trends.
Art.2 - Nominations:

Competition includes two nominations - “Ready made article” and “Shoes sketch’.

1) “Megapolis” – pret-a-porter: In this nomination the author experiments with his shoes in terms of their everyday use, studies their functionality and transforms his art to the finished product. a) artistic expressiveness and creative potential 

b) commercial  potential

«Textile Arts Competition»

Vitaliy Fukin is the president of the Moscow state university of design and technology and the chairman of the committee of the Graduate Fashion Week International. This is his definition of the topic of the contest:

Graduate Fashion Week International is a project which has been long in the academic circles and artistic high schools . There was a need in a project which could help Russian and foreign universities to exchange their expertise, knowledge and know-how in education, art design and public communications. Students must not only have modern theoretical knowledge ( which cannot be developed without a dialogue) – they should also acquire practical experience and should be prepared for real work in fashion industry after  graduating from the university.

We believe that our Assembly is the event that will give the much-needed momentum to the creative potential and innovations in education, science and fashion in broader sense. This is the reason why we have chosen the following topic for autumn season of the  fashion assembly- ”Innovations for life”.
Topic “Innovations for Discussion”

Art.1 - Professional categories of the participants: 

- high Universities, Colleges and Schools; 

- professional schools; 

- secondary and specialized schools;

- fashion school can only be presented in one of these categories.

Fashion and Art school presentation can be in the form of exposition, defile or installation – biennale. Artworks of Fashion Schools can be presented in one or several types of presentations.

Art.2 – Nominations (Defile, Expositions, Installations)
a) Defile:

A professional catwalk with a scene backstage with hangers and professional models (15 persons) prepared by stylists is provided for the presentation of a Fashion school in the form of defile.

Fashion schools may use their own models.

Total duration of each show is up to 15 minutes.

Each show is decorated by a brand label with the name of the Fashion school.

Defile participants may work out themselves the scenario of their show which can include in addition to defile: a) greeting of the head of the delegation b) presentation video about the school (in the beginning of the show) c) sound and light installations during the show

Each performance must be a kind of short play, including all kinds of artistic activities (staging, choreography, sound and light effects, special effects (without any flammable substances!), presentations on the computer display before and during the show).

b) Exposition:

Fashion school is provided with an equipped stand (at least 4 square meters). On the frieze of the stand there will be an inscription of the Fashion school. Contestants make decorations for their stand themselves. Exposition lasts for 3 days. On the preliminary application the committee provides the school with extra equipment for full placement of the exposition and makes copies of the information materials about this fashion school.

If possible Fashion schools should submit to the committee a presentation film (DVD or VHS) up to 3 minutes long about creative and scientific potential of the school. The film will be presented on the gala show before the awards show. Extracts from the film will be used in TV version of the Graduate Fashion Week.

c) Installation

For this type of the show of the Fashion School the committee provides an exposition space for setting up a multiprofile and multilevel construction-installation. Equipment (ventilators motors gas generators etc) should be brought by contestant himself on preliminary accord with committee as for the technical characteristics and fire security of this equipment. Duration of the Installation-biennale – 3 days.

Art.3 - Experts Council 

Experts council consists of the specialists working in spheres corresponding to the topic of the contest who have achieved the best results in scientific, educational, social or  creative activity.

The Contest (prize) is the sign of recognition of the creative potential of the Fashion school and is awarded according to the results of the personal examination by the members of the Experts council of the presentation/ exposition/ installation.

In each professional category 1st, 2nd and 3rd  prizes as well as special prizes are awarded.

According to rating “Grand prix” is awarded.
